Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association

Semi-Annual Meeting – June 4, 2005

The semi-annual meeting of the Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association was held on Saturday, June 4, 2005 at Thompson Draw II, Arizona.

President Don Smith called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

Introduction & welcome of new cabin owners made by President Don Smith: Doug & Kris Heintz in cabin # 73, 208 S. Cowpoke Lane, & Ernesto & Isabel Castro, cabin # 57, 183 W. Raven Road.

Roll Call

The membership roll was called; 30 cabins were present establishing a majority quorum.

TD II Directory, Map & Wildlife Fire Grant Records 

Updated directories were distributed along with an area map marked with the new emergency gate location. Association members were encouraged to complete fire grant forms verifying time spent by individuals in clean up work for the past 2 months.  

Treasurers Report

Treasurer Terri Luke reviewed the financial report from January 2005 thru May 10, 2005 which was distributed to association members.  Questions from the association answered.

Land Exchange Update

Jerry Smith presented information related to back taxes owed on property briefly held by TD II prior to the land exchange.  Jerry S. is working with American Title, Pioneer Title & Coconino County officials to determine why taxes were not satisfied at the closing of escrow. Another related but separate issue is a 5 acre parcel of land in Coconino County which did not convey with the land exchange & is thus still owned by TD II. Knowledge of this land parcel came to light less than 6 months ago. Back taxes were satisfied thru TD II reserve funds. Jerry S will continue investigating property value & the feasibility of selling the property. An update will be provided to the association at the Annual meeting in October, 2005.

Water System Updates
Water Chairman Chris Beaupre offered information that a well sounding done recently indicates the water level is 82 feet, the highest in several years.  2 leaking valves outside the pump house tentatively scheduled for repair next week.

An on-site survey by ADEQ (Arizona Department of Environmental Quality) may be scheduled within the next 3 months. No further testing by ADEQ has occurred since the initial, extensive testing in 2003 which verified TD II water quality is excellent.    

Several cabins do not have an emergency water “hydrant”, typically a brightly colored lever action water pump located on cabin property. This water source which is always on essentially ensures immediate access to water for fire safety, whether cabin owners are present at the time of an emergency or not. Chris B. is obtaining a quote for installation of emergency water hydrants & working with those cabin owners who do not have this fire safety feature. 

Workday Review

Don Smith presented an overview of the workday efforts. Thirty-four cabins were represented. An emergency gate was installed near the end of W. Draw Loop, allowing an alternative exit from TD II to be used only in an emergency situation. Don S. stressed this gate is for emergency use only. A sign will be posted to that affect on the gate in the near future.   

Clean up of brush & downed trees from individual cabin owners & common areas recently cleared near the front gate was accomplished. Road grading has been recently completed by Road Chairman Bob Bodenhamer & VP Dick Stich using the updated road grader. Raking of roads was also done. 

Street Signs

 Dick Stich reported Gila County will provide & install street signs at no cost to TD II. No date set for installation. Dick S. reminded association members to continue to use lot numbers if calling for 911 assistance. Tonto Village Fire Department will acknowledge & respond to lot numbers for the foreseeable future. At some point the numbers recently assigned thru GPS, in conjunction with TD II street names will go into effect, replacing lot numbers.
Dust Control

Don S. reminded association members to stay within the 15 MPH speed limit posted for TD II. Dust continues to be a major issue for those cabin owners who live near roads. The Board of Directors (BOD) may take action against repeat offenders. 

Neglected Property

Don S. commended the majority of cabin owners for diligence in improving fire safety thru attention to lot maintenance. Two cabin owners have received letters from the TD II BOD that their properties do not conform to guidelines outlined in the CC&R’s. Efforts are underway by Dick S. to work with these cabin owners to bring properties into compliance with CC&R guidelines.

Safety Update

Don S. reported safety Chairman Ken Knapp recently met with Tonto Village Fire Dep’t chief JR Alliger to test the TD II alarm system. Of the 4 alarms installed several years ago, the only alarm in working order is the one located at the pump house. Ken K. will continue efforts toward ensuring a the fire alarm system is functional. 

Memorial

Cabin owner Dan Turner led the association in a remembrance of Bud Menter who passed away May 19, 2005 in Payson.  Bud is fondly remembered as a pioneer of TD II & will be greatly missed by all.

Adjournment

The meeting was adjourned at 6:30 p.m.
