Board of Directors’ Meeting

June 5, 2005

Call to order

President Don Smith called the meeting to order at 9:10 am at cabin # 79, 211 E. Black Bear Trail.

Roll call

8 board members were present establishing a quorum.

OLD BUSINESS

June 4 Work day

Installation of emergency gate at the end of W. Draw Loop completed. Don S. to obtain green paint & ensure gate is painted. Don S. to obtain metal sign for posting on the gate, designating use as emergency exit only. A report received from a cabin owner indicates the gate may have been used by a quad rider within an hour of the June 4 association meeting. Brief discussion of possible enforcement options available to the BOD held. Will revisit issue at next BOD meeting.  

Pick up of brush & downed trees from individual cabin owner lots was successful. Tentative plan to offer this service one workday a year. 

Non-participating cabin owners will be assessed a $50 non-participating fee. Terri L. to collect all fees per Bylaws, Article III, Section 1: Owner’s Responsibilities.

Safety & Security Update

Non- functioning fire alarm system discussed. Only 1 of the 4 units appears to be in working order. Ken K. will continue to work with Tonto Village Fire Dep’t Chief  JR Alliger in attempts to salvage the system. If system is beyond repair, options will be investigated. Bob B. & Ken K. to check on status of 2-way radios owned by TD II. Radios were approved in the past to improve fire safety. It is hoped a new process can be put into place for their use.   

Water System 

Chris B. compiling information about the water system & has posted schematics in the pumphouse. TD II has 3 main distribution branches coming from the pumphouse. In a unanimous motion made by Chris B. & seconded by Dan M., repair of 2 leaking valves & 1 inoperative valve located outside the pumphouse slated for June 10, ‘05. Mike Root, licensed plumber quoted $ 500 for completion of repairs. Expenditure will come out of the reserve fund. 

Chris B. recommended TD II water be tested quarterly for chloroform until ADEQ begins routine testing- unanimous BOD agreement. Chris B. requested the pumphouse be cleared of excess stored materials which create a barrier to water system equipment. Possibility for future expansion of the pumphouse discussed. This issue will be revisited at a later time.

Fire Hydrants

Efforts to install emergency water hydrants for cabins lacking same are underway. Chris B. obtaining quote from Pat Morris, licensed General Contractor for installing several hydrants at once. Dan Mc is working with Chris B.on this project. Dave Schlecht, cabin # 78 may be able to provide needed parts thru his business. Plan is to complete installation of emergency water hydrants as soon as possible for increased fire safety.

Neglected Property

Discussion of 2 cabin owners notified by letter of non-compliance with CC&R guidelines for fire protection & lot maintenance (Article IV, Permitted Uses, Maintenance Easements & Restrictions, Section 1.Lots, M. Fire Protection). 1 cabin owner complied with guidelines. No response has been received from the other cabin owner. Dick S. will continue efforts to support cabin owner in complying with guidelines. Dick S. to meet Dale Lee of Bob Lee’s Tree service at the property to get an estimate for tree trimming & removal, & brush clearance. Further BOD review will occur prior to initiation of any on-site work.

 Gate Keys

 Terri L agreed to maintain a supply of association keys for the 2 gates. Payson Lock & Security has blanks for TD II keys. Cost to association members for a duplicate key is $4.    

Coconino Land Issue  

On a unanimous motion made by Dick S. & seconded by Chris B., Jerry Smith, cabin # 60 was given the authority to continue investigation into 5 acre land parcel held by TD II. Jerry S. will locate a listing real estate agent with expertise in Coconino land sales & work with Don S. to secure a listing agreement. All agreed Jerry S. must present any offers to Don S. for review before taking definitive action.

NEW BUSINESS

TD II Finances

Terri L. discussed low rate for CD, current value $ 7,494.42. Terri L. to investigate alternatives to increase interest rates & present to BOD next meeting. 

Homeowners Insurance

Don S. reports current TD II insurance policy costs approximately $1,200 per year & covers 2 buildings which is incorrect. Don S. obtained a State Farm Insurance quote for $491 for a comparable policy which covers 1 building & includes both liability & D/O (Director & Officers) coverage. On a unanimous motion made by Carol S. & seconded by Chris B., Don S. will initiate new policy prior to current policy expiration. 

Diseased Trees

Correspondence reviewed from Jim Muth, cabin# 76 that mistletoe has invaded numerous trees on common area near the Muth cabin. Ken K. surveyed tree damage & obtained an on-site quote from Dale Lee of Bob Lee’s Tree Service. Removal of mistletoe from 11 trees which can be saved, & cutting down & removal of 1 tree which can not be saved quoted at $625. Per Dale Lee, mistletoe removal should maintain trees in good health for up to 6 years. BOD approved expenditure to Dale Lee on a unanimous motion made by Dan Mc. & seconded by Bob B. 2005 budget allows $1,000 for tree trimming/removal. Work to begin as soon as possible. 

Memorial

Dan Mc opened discussion on establishing a memorial for several TD II founding cabin owners instrumental in creating & maintaining the beauty of our area. Barney & Georg Schlecht, & Bud Mentor have all passed away in recent years. Possible memorials discussed: securing a sign & holding a yearly road clean on Route 260 “In Memory of ”; placing a plaque with their names on the pumphouse; devoting workday activities to improving the meeting area near the pumphouse in their honor. Item will be revisited at a later BOD meeting.
