THOMPSON DRAW II HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION
Annual Meeting   October 7, 2006
The 2006 annual meeting of the Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association was held on Saturday, October 7, 2006 at Thompson Draw II, Payson, Arizona.

President Don Smith called the meeting to order at 4:50 p.m.

Roll Call

The membership roll was called; 36 cabins were present establishing a majority quorum.

Tonto Village Fire Department Update

Fire Chief JR Alliger reminded cabin owners of the importance of knowing & using addresses assigned by GPS. Every telephone in TD II is linked to the 911 system to aid in securing emergency help. Lot numbers should only be used for internal TD II affairs.
Fire suppression this summer was aided by use of large water bladders instituted by Tommy Martin Kline of Gila Co. Many small fires were brought under control quickly. TD II was again complimented for the stewardship of both common area & individual lots. At their request, 2 cabin owners from Ellison Creek toured TD II this summer to observe forest thinning/clearing work done by association members. 
Effective July 19, 2006, grant monies became available through the Urban Wildlife Interface Grant (UWIG). Total grant money available to all the Rim districts is $ 83,000. Distribution of monies will be through TVFD & must follow specific guidelines:
· Reimbursement is available up to 50 % (fifty percent) for work performed by a contractor to clear/thin both private lots & common areas within the confines of TD II. Receipts must be submitted for fees paid to a contractor. Receipts for money spent on equipment such as trailer rentals can also be submitted for reimbursement. 

· No manpower hours can be reimbursed but TVFD would like to collect this information.  

· A new work form is available to submit to TVFD. The form will be placed on the TD II website for easy access to cabin owners in the near future, & replaces the RPAP form previously used to account for forest clearing work. Association Workday efforts will be documented by the BOD & submitted for reimbursement back into association accounts. 
Association members were informed Forest Service (FS) land can now be thinned up to 200 feet outside the TD II perimeter.  No reimbursement 

of any kind is available for FS land thinning/clearing. JR requests TVFD be informed of hours worked & amount of acreage cleared, to assist in applying for additional grants in the future. This Information can be placed on the TDFD form for submission, or simply e-mailed to JR at TVFD.

Effective October 15, guarded & supervised Deparment of Correction crews of 20 men can be hired by TD II for $ 750 per day for FS land clearance. These crews can clear 1/2 to 1 acre of land per day. This cost is not reimburseable through any grant monies.

FD Training Officer Steve Lowe was introduced & spoke of the need for local FD volunteers. He urged TD II cabin owners to consider becoming involved with TVFD. 

Workday Update

Road Chairman Mike Jandura indicated common areas thinned & cleared in 2 places: a wash near the front gate, & in between the Kelly & Dawson cabins. Most large culverts were cleared of mud & debris. 39 cabins were represented at workday.

Mike J offered information regarding an upcoming Volunteer Workday Nov 4, 2006. In an attempt to find a road treatment that will maintain TD II roads & keep dust down, a trial of Red Select is planned. Application of the product will be to the Draw Loop. Information will be sent via e-mail to all association members. 

Thanks were extended to Dan McKinney & his family who made the deep pit BBQ successful. Extra meat was sold to offset BBQ costs.

As the TD II Webmaster, Mike J provided information that he is building a new website/ This will offer many improvements over the current website. The address will be simplified to: www.thompsondrawII.org through use of a domain name TD II has secured for the next 5 years. Mike hopes to have the new site up & running around Nov 6. An e-mail message announcing implementation of the new site will be sent to all association members.

Coconino County Update
Don S reported that the 5 acre parcel of land in Coconino Co. property which did not convey at the time of the 2002 Land Exchange has been SOLD. Sale price of $ 5,300 has been deposited in the TD II Reserve Fund. 
LATE NOTE: Don S neglected to thank Jerry Smith for his efforts in managing the sale of this property. He also extends thanks to Jerry for turning his commission back to the association.  

Land Exchange Tax Issues Update

Kris Heintz continues to work toward resolution of outstanding taxes due for the property which did convey at the time of the 2002 Land Exchange. Documents obtained from Russ Thornock, former FLEX liaison have been sent to the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) for review. Pioneer Title has been completely uncooperative with attempts to resolve this complex issue. No new information as to costs TD II may be responsible for is available.
Safety & Security Update

Safety Chairman Ken Knapp reported a second updated Fire Alarm will be installed at the Lee cabin, 104 S Cowpoke Lane. Testing will be done to determine if this alarm combined with the updated alarm installed in June, 06 will effectively cover TD II. Any individual discovering a fire MUST go to the pumphouse to pull the red activation switch located on the wall of the pumphouse facing toward the gate. This switch automatically alerts TVFD.  Additionally, all efforts to alert other cabin owners to the danger should be made by anyone discovering a fire.
Don S informed the group that due to the close proximitry of TVFD, TD II has a very low fire rating of 8. This means fire coverage should be relatively inexpensive. If anyone finds their insurance rate increases significantly, investigation into alternative companies is recommended. Verification questions should be directed to JR Alliger at TVFD. 

Water System Update
Water Chairman Chris Beaupre reported completion of a complex project to have an emergency water “hydrant” installed at those cabins without this important safety feature. One cabin owner refused to install a emergency water access.

Chris informed the group that the new Director of Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (ADEQ) is sending out monthly letters to water systems that are out of compliance with ADEQ guidelines. It is only a matter of time before TD II must secure the services of a specialty engineering firm to draw up the TD II System Design. This must be submitted along with an Application for Construction to ADEQ. This engineering requirement cost TD side I, $1,500. 

Other compliance items have been satisfied: TD II now has a Certified Operator, Bill Peterson, & monthly testing has been implemented with Chris B, John Underwood & Tom Blackwell. 

Treasurers Report

Treasurer Terri Luke reviewed the January 2006 thru October 1, 2006 financial report which was distributed to association members.  Questions from the association were answered.  
2007 Budget Vote

35 votes were received prior to, or at the meeting. The 2007 budget was passed overwhelmingly by a vote of 33 for & 2 against. As a dues increase was not proposed, 2007 dues will remain at $200 per year, due at or before the June & October Association meetings.
