OLD BUSINESS

Treasurer’s Report:
Terri L reviewed the financial report January 1- October 1, 2006. No action required. 
Safety & Security Update
Ken K to oversee installation of second fire siren at the Lee cabin, 104 S. Cowpoke Lane. No other safety issues currently before the board. 
JR Alliger reviewed information presented at the Association Meeting Oct 7, 2006.  Tree thinning on Forest Service (FS) land up to 200 feet outside the perimeter of TD II is now permitted. Standards for tree thinning: trees less than 6” in diameter at a height of 4.5 ft can be removed. Per JR, funds are not available for this forest clearing work. He does request information be sent to him re: man power hours & amount of forest area treated to assist TVFD in securing future grant monies. This information can be sent via e-mail notification to JR: TVFD @ cybertrails.com. The TDFD form can be completed  & mailed to: Tonto Village Fire Department, HC 7, Box 181-C, Payson AZ 85541, or faxed to # 928-478-0405.
An $ 83,000 Urban Wildlife Interface Grant (UWIG) is available as of July 19, 2006 per the following guidelines: work done by a contractor to private lots &/or common areas within TD II can be submitted for 50% reimbursement to the cabin owner, or TD II Association respectively. The TVFD form must be used to document work done & must be accompanied by a receipt from the contractor who performed the work. 
There is NO reimbursement for any work done to cabin structures.  Equipment costs for owners clearing individual lots, such as trailer rental costs may be covered.
Association reimbursement for common area may include mileage to/from the Slash Pit, contractor fees, & any equipment costs such as roll-away trailers, chipper etc. 
Request for reimbursement must be documented on the newTVFD form & mailed, faxed or e-mailed to JR Alliger at the addresses/numbers highlighted above. Questions should be directed to JR Alliger directly.
Currently there is little information on a time frame for monies being reimbursed. JR has requested a meeting with the UWIG Coordinator in Phoenix to determine details. Don S is the liaison with TVFD for the UWIG & will be informed of meeting date. 
Carol S will send out an e-mail message to all cabin owners with details of the UWIG monies available, as we get them.
Water System Update
A new ADEQ Director has begun sending monthly letters to water systems out of compliance with ADEQ guidelines.  Expectations are that TD II will need to comply in the near future with a system design detailed by a water engineer firm & an application to construct. Associated costs will be taken from the Reserve Fund. 
Road Chairman/Workday Update
Mike J reviewed workday efforts. Most large culverts were cleared of mud & debris. Forest thinning occurred in the wash near the front gate & near S. Pumphouse Road  between the Kelly & Dawson cabins. 39 cabin owners were represented for workday efforts.

Coconino Land Issue

Don S requested the October 7, 2006 Association Meeting Minutes reflect Jerry Smith waived fees he could have received from the sale of the 5 acre Coconino Co parcel. Thank you Jerry. This additional money was part of the $5,300 deposited into the Reserve Fund. 

Land Exchange Tax Issue
Kris Heintz continues to work toward resolution.  Exchange closing documents have been sent to the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) for review.
