Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association

Semi-Annual Meeting – May 3, 2008
The semi-annual meeting of the Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association was held on Saturday, May 3, 2008 at Thompson Draw II.
Prior to the start of the TD II Association meeting, TVFD Fire Fighter Rick Washburn offered an update regarding a recent change that combined several small fire districts into one large district called Hell’s Gate. Tonto Village Fire Dep’t is now part of the Hell’s Gate Fire District. This large district has 5 certified fire fighters, 4 EMT’s & 1 paramedic on staff. Rick noted the majority of emergency calls are medical, not fire related.
A grant affording cabin owners 50% reimbursement up to a total of $ 2,500 back to offset the cost of professional tree service clearing to individual lots may soon be available.  An inspection of the lot prior to the start of any work would be required. Fire Chief Gary Hatch commended TD II cabin owners for an excellent workday. His crews will pick up the huge pile of brush placed near the pumphouse today. Additionally:
A perimeter fire break may be established around TD II in the future, dependent on resources available to the fire district. 
Grant monies may be available to TD II to offset costs incurred in clearing common area. Information available from Gary.   

All TD II cabins have been surveyed per Fire Wise guidelines by the Hell’s Gate inspection team. Tree markings indicate trees recommended for removal per Fire Wise guidelines.  A copy of survey results will be provided to each cabin owner per Gary- this has not occurred to date.
The optimum driveway width is 10 ft & optimum road width is 12 ft for fire truck access. TD II encouraged to work toward widening all roads to allow safe passage of the fire trucks.  

President Dick Stich called the meeting to order at 5 pm.
