Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association

Annual Meeting – October 4, 2008
The Annual Meeting of the Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association was held on Saturday, October 4, 2008 at Thompson Draw II.
Prior to the start of the meeting, Hellsgate FD Chief Gary Hatch thanked association members for efforts made to keep TD II fire safe. He reminded cabin owners to submit the Fuel Reduction Volunteer form which is available on the TD II website, & also on the Hellsgate website: www.hellsgatefire.org under  “ prevention / grant request”. Submission of this form documenting volunteer hours by TD II cabin owners allows Hellsgate FD to receive federal funds.
Gary has submitted TD II to Fire Wise International to be recognized as a “Fire Wise Community”. This would be a great honor & acknowledgment of the ongoing efforts made to keep TD II fire safe.
Nancy Yokum, current President of the Fire Flies (TVFD ladies auxiliary) reported on plans underway for a new fire house to be constructed in the next 2 years in Tonto Village. The Fire Flies have committed to raising $20 – $40,000 to furnish the TVFD training room. Nancy invites any TD II women who might be interested in helping with fund raising events to contact her directly.

President Dick Stich called the meeting to order at 5 pm.
Roll Call

The membership roll was called; 31 cabins were present establishing a majority quorum. Annual association meeting minutes from 5/3/08 approved as written upon a motion by Don Smith, second by Chris Beaupre. Minutes have been posted on the TD II website.

OLD BUSINESS

Pumphouse Addition
Dick S reported building permit not granted by Gila County due to proposed location which is in a flood plain. Alternatives being investigated including tuff shed versus a site built building. Building will be completed in 2009.   
Gate Keys
Gate keys available from Dick S & Carol Smith at a cost of $5 each.   
CC&R Amendment Proposal
Revised amendment proposal sent to all cabin owners prior to the association meeting reviewed by Ken Knapp. A notary was present to notarize forms for cabin owners voting to accept the amendment change. Because only 25 ballots were turned in either prior to or at the meeting, voting will continue until every cabin owner turns in a ballot on this important issue. An association wide email will be sent out once all ballots received & counted.
NEW BUSINESS

Treasurers Report

Treasurers report provided to the association by Terry Vaughn. Question raised regarding the low 2009 budget figure item for fencing: replacement fencing does not stay in place & this is one area the board decided not to focus on for this budget year; another question raised regarding the low budget figure for TD II insurance. After discussion it was decided that Don Smith & Larry Lepin will review policy to determine if adequate coverage is in place for TD II cabin owners & board of directors (BOD). Any recommendations will be made to the 2009 BOD.     
Water System Update
Chris Beaupre reported that compliance measures mandated by ADEQ for TD II which is designated as a public water system, are in place. Regular water testing indicate TD II water supply is safe. Occasional questionable test results have proven clear upon re-testing. The well level has come back from a low of 149 feet this summer to a healthy 100 feet currently. Chris was thanked for his diligence in assuring the TD II water system is well maintained & carefully monitored.
Workday Review

Ken Knapp reviewed workday activities. 40 cabins were represented. Extensive forest clearing was done at an area off Pumphouse Rd near the Mastin & Attwood cabins. Brush, needles & downed trees were taken to the pumphouse area & will be picked up by Hellsgate FD in the near future. Another pickup will occur at the end of November. Cabin owners are welcome to bring lot cleanup materials (trees, brush & needles) to this area until the late November pickup occurs.
BBQ Pit
Jerry Smith was thanked for managing the BBQ construction project. Jerry in turn thanked his brother Mark, friend Allen Moyer, & fellow cabin owners Doug Heintz, Rob O’Dell, Mike Jandura & grandson Niko for their help in completing this extensive project.   

Architectural Committee

Don S reported no active projects before the committee. Reminder to submit the architectural committee form which is posted on TD II website & be aware of the requirement to complete construction within 6 months. Extensions can be requested from the Architectural Committee.    
Don also reminded cabin owners to complete Fuel Reduction Volunteer forms on an ongoing basis & submit to him, or directly to Hellsgate FD.
