Road Chairman Report
Mike J reviewed road treatment product Red Select which is being considered for trial application. The Nov 4 Volunteer Workday will be dedicated to application of the Red Select product. The location of the trial application will be from the front gate to the pump house, as this is the most highly traveled stretch of road in TD II. 

Mike created & presented a power point presentation related to numerous problem road areas within TD II. Several culverts need to be replaced or installed, one near the Vaughan cabin, 263 E Doe Crossing, & one near the bend of W Draw Loop near the Graham cabin, 235 W Draw Loop. The wash area near the intersection of Black Bear Trail & Pumphouse Rd was also discussed at length, as the culvert presently in place has proven to be inadequate to handle any significant amounts of water flow through the draw. No decision reached as to how to handle this area- tabled for future review. 
Coconino County 5 Acre Parcel
Jerry Smith informed Don S that the buyer who pulled out of a tentative deal in 2005 has now placed a $ 5,300 offer for the property. Upon a motion made by Carol S, seconded by Mike J, the board unanimously agreed to accept this offer. Jerry Smith will complete the transaction as soon as possible. Proceeds from the land sale will be placed into the reserve fund upon receipt of funds. 
NEW BUSINESS
Annual Workday/Association Meeting/BBQ

Planning for the October 6 meeting: Don S to coordinate the deep pit BBQ, with Ken K purchasing the meat. Mike J to coordinate workday activities, including cleaning various culverts around the compound, installing a new culvert by the Vaughan cabin 232 E Doe Crossing, & clearing  common area to the west side of Pumphouse Rd near the front gate.
