Derk Finstad, 347 S Pumphouse Road, presented an appeal regarding imposition of a monetary penalty related to lot maintenance. The board will determine appeal decision & notify Derk in writing. Derk’s lot has now been cleared & cleaned up within CC&R & Fire-Wise guidelines.

OLD BUSINESS

Minutes

No corrections made to the minutes from BOD meeting May 10, 2006, previously sent to members.
Tax Issues

Kris Heintz (208 S Cowpoke Lane) updated the board on efforts toward resolution of 2 tax issues resulting from the 2002 Land Exchange: 1) penalties for incorrectly paid taxes at the time of closing for property which conveyed at exchange 2) penalties & unpaid back taxes for the 5 acre Coconino parcel of land which did not convey. Kris stated there are no financial or tax consequences which would jeopardize TD II from either issue. The 5 acre Coconino parcel has limited resale value: questionable illegal split from standard 10 acre parcel, landlocked with no available water. Investigation will continue. Upon a  motion made by Carol S, seconded by Dick S & passed unanimously, Kris will provide a written update to Don S by July 15. The majority of the board did not feel involvement of a Real Estate attorney was appropriate at this time. Decision pending results of further efforts to resolve tax/penalty/land issues.   

Treasurer’s Report:
 Terri L presented & reviewed the latest financial report. Accepted as presented. No action required. 
Safety & Security Update
Ken K discussed more powerful fire siren now installed at the pumphouse. Siren reaches approximately 60% of cabins. Project cost = $ 452.32 with no installation costs. Motion made by Dick S, seconded by Carol S, unanimous approval for second upgraded siren to be installed at the Lee cabin (104 S Cowpoke Lane). Funds in 2006 Fire Safety budget. Ken K to continue project management.  

Creation of second emergency exit on hold pending Rt. 260 completion.
Ken K requested Fire Safety guidelines be placed on the TD II website.

JR Alliger demonstrated portable 5 gallon fire pump system TVFD recently acquired. Portable pumps can be placed on the back of a quad & used as first response fire fighting. Other rim communities have acquired systems for their own use. Cost of 5 gallon galvanized containers = $125 each, 5 gallon vinyl carriers= $ 95 each. No action taken at this time pending further investigation.
JR discussed availability of a 5,000 gallon poly tank which could be installed next to the pumphouse to provide a ready source of water for firefighting. Electricity would be cut to TD II in the event of a large fire, precluding use of TD II’s water distribution system. Cost of the tank = $2,400, unknown additional installation & maintenance costs. Proposal to the association in the fall discussed. Further investigation by Ken K needed.
Tree clearing on Forest Service (FS) land adjacent to TD II, such as the strip between Control Road & cabins on Raven Road discussed. Standards: trees less than 6” in diameter at a height of 4.5 ft, up to 100 feet can be removed. Per JR, once funds approved through the Urban Wildlife Interface Grant (UWIG) are available, TD II should be able to recoup costs of FS land clearance. Don S volunteered to serve as liaison with TVFD for the UWIG. 
Water System 

Monthly monitoring plan required by ADEQ will be initiated with 4 member team: Chris B, Tom Blackwell (384 S Pumphouse Rd), Dan McKinney (231 S Pumphouse Rd) & John Underwood (269 S Cowpoke Rd). Monitoring plan will be approved & monitored  by TD II’s Certified Operator, Bill Peterson (131 E Doe Crossing). 
Chris & workday crew built & installed a wooden cover over the well head for part 1 of a 2 part project. Part 2 = pouring of concrete slab pending. Project will be completed soon to meet ADEQ standards.

Volunteer Workday

Mike J reviewed very successful workday June 3. Gravel was spread by the front gate, the pumphouse project was begun, the common area cleaned up during the April, ’06 volunteer workday was completed, the pumphose association meeting area was cleaned up, & individual cabin owners brush & tree piles were removed.  Thanks expressed to the large numbers of workers = 40 cabins represented by over 100 individuals. Thanks given to Ernesto Castro (183 W Raven Road) for use of his bobcat, & Cameron Vaughan of Tree Pro for his donation of a bobcat, rollaway trailer & several crew hands. Cost of workday & association dinner not available at this time. 
NEW BUSINESS

Derk Finstad Appeal

After discussion of Derk’s appeal, upon a motion made by Dick S, seconded by Don S,  monetary fine waived along with any associated “hard” costs = BOD time, mailing costs etc. Motion approved by Don S, Dick S, Terri L, Ken K, Dan Mc & Chris B, opposed by Mike J & Rob O, 1 abstentia , Carol S.  

Board Elections: 

Every cabin owner received at the association meeting, or will be sent via mail, a nomination form with deadline of June 30. Don S to field calls to potential board candidates. If number of candidates not equal to open positions, a nominating committee will be formed. Don S will notify board of need for committee by early July. Ballot will be developed by the next board meeting August 30,’06 for mailing to all cabin owners at least 10 days prior to the Oct 7, ’06 Annual Association meeting.
Road Plans
Mike J needs key to locked grader & requests assistance in securing same. Mike & Dick S to develop & implement road grading plans. Possible road surface treatments discussed including oil coating, various grades of granite & composite surfacing. Mike to continue investigation & report options to board. 
Open Discussion
Misletoe project in common area near intersection of Pumphouse Rd & Cowpoke Lane to be completed soon by Dale Lee is unfinished business from 2005. Cost = $600, budgeted in ‘05  for tree trimming.
Ken K to follow up with JR Alliger regarding issues brought up at association meeting regarding 1) movement of cattle from Little Green Valley through TD II 2) horse riders from stables at Little Green Valley through TD II. Carol S will pass information to 

Association members through e-mail.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:10 upon a motion by Rob O, seconded by Mike J, unanimously passed.
