Minutes of the 10/8/06 Board of Directors (BOD) meeting approved.
Welcome
Dick S welcomed new board members & thanked everyone for their willingness to serve on the 2007-2009 BOD.
OLD BUSINESS

Water System Update
Chris B discussed recent positive water testing results indicating choliform contamination. Repeated treatment & testing indicates the location of bacteria may be within the storage tank. There is no indication that the water coming directly from the well is affected. Chlorine treatment has occurred per ADEQ protocol & repeated testing will continue. No health risk is posed by this contamination. An e-mail alert is sent to all cabin owners & a sign is posted on the front gate when test results have been positive. TD II Certified Water Operator Bill Peterson is involved in testing & treatment process.   
ADEQ requirement to submit a formal Approval to Construct discussed. Despite TD II water system having been constructed prior to this  requirement, no grandfather clause exists. Chris B & Dick S holding discussions with Tetra Tech, a Payson engineering firm specializing in water systems. Tetra Tech worked with the Approval to Construct project for TD I. Estimate of cost for project is $ 3,500.00. Completion may take 6 months. Upon a motion made by Dan T & seconded by Dick S, $2,000 to initiate the engineering work was unanimously approved. These funds will come out of the Reserve Fund.

Safety & Security Update
Ken K reported installation of a second louder siren at the Lee cabin, 104 S Cowpoke Lane will be accomplished before the semi-annual Association meeting, June 2, ’07. 
Removal of mistletoe infected trees in the area of Cowpoke Lane & Pumphouse Roads has been completed.
Treasurer’s Report
Report prepared by outgoing treasurer Terri Luke presented by Rhonda V.  Discussion held as to procedure required to change financial records & access to accounts to Rhonda V & Dick S. Rhonda will now become TD II’s Statutory Agent & receive all official information including tax assessments. 
Road Chairman Report
Out going chairman Mike J reviewed forest thinning efforts in past 2 years. TD II master plan map to be updated & passed to Doug H.
Road work done on Pumphouse Road Nov, ’06 is holding up well.  Continued  monitoring will occur to determine if the product used will work for other roads within TD II.  Total cost of all materials, equipment & product for an application of Red Select, 4-5 in deep for 720 ft was $ 2,668.84.
