Semi-Annual Meeting – June 2, 2007
The semi-annual meeting of the Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association was held on Saturday, June 2, 2007 at Thompson Draw II.
President Dick Stich called the meeting to order at 5:15 p.m. Thanks offered to Cameron Vaughan from Tree Pro for his generous assistance of manpower & equipment for workday efforts. Thanks also offered to Nancy Yokum for coordinating the BBQ.
Zue Mentor thanked everyone for the many cards & congratulations she received from TD II cabin owners for her 90th birthday in December, 2006.

Roll Call

The membership roll was called; 31 cabins were present establishing a majority quorum. Annual association meeting minutes from 10/7/06 approved as written. Minutes have been posted on the TD II website.
Tonto Village Fire Department Update
TVFD Chairman Rick Washburn was introduced & discussed changes within in the TVFD. JR Alliger is no longer Fire Chief. Through a contractual arrangement, Diamond Point Fire Chief Gary Hatch is Acting Chief of TVFD. Improved training now in place with a 6 part Fire Academy. As over 90% of TVFD calls are EMS related, increased numbers of trained responders are needed. Two new fire trucks will be delivered within 30 days, one for TVFD & one for Mead Ranch. A small increase in taxes will be needed to cover increased costs of training & equipment. The current Fire Rating of 8B must be supported by proper fire equipment & trained personnel to continue at that level. This fire rating keeps TD II fire insurance costs down considerably & is essential to maintaining effective fire suppression activities.

Acting Fire Chief Gary Hatch was introduced. Gary has been with the Diamond Point Fire District for 25 years & has extensive experience in the field. A review of the Urban Wildlife Interface Grant indicates inaccurate information was provided to TD II at the Annual Fall meeting in 2006. No required paperwork has been submitted for grant fund reimbursement. Cabin owners who had professional lot clearing done after July 19, 2006 are encouraged to contact Gary directly to discuss. Gary also stressed the importance of keeping good records of all lot clearing efforts since July19, ’06 to help qualify the fire district for additional grant monies. A new TVFD form is available, & will be posted on the TD II website. Cabin owners efforts should be documented on an individual form & turned in to TVFD once completed.

Chief Hatch indicated he can provide TD II with an area-wide Fire Wise survey. Kevin Martin, Administrative Assistant will set up an area-wide  survey for the fall, ’07 if desired.     
OLD BUSINESS

Dick S reminded everyone to follow CC&R guidelines regarding quad riding & speed limits for all motorized vehicles: no repetitive riding on TD II roads, speed limit 15 mph. 

Anyone encountering a stranger in the area should question why they are in TD II, & if appropriate remind them TD II is private land. Concerns regarding repetitive quad riding, speed violations &/or security concerns should be addressed to any board member.

Land Exchange Tax Issues Update 
No further information has been obtained regarding possible back taxes due from the 2002 Land Exchange. All documents are with Pioneer Title in Payson. Kris Heintz continues to monitor this issue.  
NEW BUSINESS

Treasurers Report

Treasurer Rhonda Vaughan reviewed & answered questions regarding the 2007 financial report, budget versus actual expenditures. 
Safety Update

Dick S detailed change in plans related to the installation of a second fire siren at the Lee cabin. A test of this location indicates it was not effective in terms of range. Plans are now to install the siren near the Heintz cabin driveway.  Safety Chairman Ken Knapp to coordinate installation in the near future with Payson APS assistance.
Water System Updates
Water Chairman Chris Beaupre reported that ADEQ has waived requirements for an engineering study to support the TD II water system. Based on an estimate by a Payson Engineering firm specializing in water issues, an expenditure of approximately $ 5,000 has been avoided.
Chris further reported a chronic coliform bacteria problem within the TD II water system will hopefully be corrected soon with a treatment to the tank itself. Treatment includes draining the storage tank & super chlorinating it to remove any bacteria. 

A handout was provided with information regarding the TD II water system. This form will also be placed on the TD II website & posted in the pumphouse. 
Workday Review

Road Chairman Doug Heintz reviewed workday efforts. 36 cabins were represented & the following projects completed: cleaning & sealing the pumphouse & small adjacent shed; removal of brush & slash from numerous cabin owners lots; general raking & cleanup of the pumphouse area & some roadways; & replacement of downed fencing along the wash near Loop Draw Road.
Architectural Committee

Committee Chairman Don Smith reminded everyone that committee approval is required prior to starting any renovations, additions or improvements to cabins. The architectural committee form is posted on TD II website. Current committee members include Don, Polly Turner & Chris Beaupre.

Gate keys are now $10 each & are available from Rhonda V, Dick S &  Carol Smith. 
OPEN DISCUSSION

Don S suggested the association consider moving the Spring Association workday/meeting/BBQ to the first weekend in May instead of the first weekend in June. Due to continued dry conditions for the past several years, forest restrictions have precluded any common area clearing on the traditional June meeting date. A straw vote of cabin owners present indicates this idea is acceptable to a majority of cabin owners.
