Annual Meeting  October 6, 2007
The 2006 annual meeting of the Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association was held on Saturday, October 6, 2007 at Thompson Draw II, Payson, Arizona.

President Dick Stich called the meeting to order at 4:50 p.m. A blessing was offered by Jim Graham.
Roll Call

The membership roll was called; 35 cabins were present establishing a majority quorum. Minutes of the June 2, 2007 meeting unanimously accepted upon a motion made by Dan Turner, second by Tom Smith.

Thanks extended to Jerry & Mark Smith who prepared & served smoked pork & beef. Extra meat was sold to offset BBQ costs. Ernesto Castro was also thanked for providing his bobcat & expertise for several major workday projects on Friday & Saturday.
OLD BUSINESS
Tonto Village Fire Department Update

Fire Chief Gary Hatch provided the following updates:  
· The Fire Wise survey team will be surveying every TD II cabin in the next month or so. A written report will be provided to every owner with suggestions for improving lot for fire safety.
· Regular pickup of down & cut trees will be provided by the fire district in support of cabin owners efforts to maintain lots to Fire Wise standards. Logs must be no more than 6 ft lengths- no brush or needles will be picked up. A schedule will set & posted on the TD II website. E-mail reminders will be sent in advance of pick up date. A form signed by any cabin owner leaving materials out must accompany pick ups as grant monies are based on community efforts. Don Smith is the liaison for this project & can be reached via e-mail from BOD page on the TD II website.
· Efforts continue to combine several local fire districts including Tonto Village & Meads Ranch into one which will lower administrative costs & improve efficiency.

· A tax rate increase has been approved which will allow the fire districts to securing needed trucks & personal to improve fire services. Two new fire trucks have been obtained for Tonto Village & Meads Ranch. Both trucks now respond to every fire call.
· The number of medical emergency trained personal has increased &
     most fire call responses now include medical personal.
· Due to increased services & resources available, TD II fire rating for insurance purposes is ISO 8A. Gary Hatch suggested anyone questioning their insurance rates should investigate. He is available to speak with any insurance representatives with questions/concerns.      

· Grant monies recently received now available for cabin owners who hire professional tree service companies  such as Tree Pro or Dale Lee to improve lots toward Fire Wise standards. Guidelines must be followed including before & after pictures & a receipt from the professional service used. Refunds up to 50% of costs may be obtained if guidelines are followed.

Dick S informed the group of a trial change in spring meeting date from the traditional first Saturday in June to the first Saturday in May for 2008. The date for the next workday/BBQW/ association meeting is May 3, 2008.  This change is due to forest restrictions imposed before June meetings in the recent past, impacting workday efforts.     
Gate keys now being obtained from a new supplier & cost has dropped to $5 per key. Keys are available from Dick S & Carol Smith. 

NEW BUSINESS
Treasurers Report

Dick S reviewed the year to date Treasurer’s Report which was distributed to association members.  
2008 Budget Vote

36 votes were received prior to, or at the meeting. The 2007 budget was passed unanimously by a vote of 36 for & 0 against. 2008 dues will remain at $200 per year, due at or before the Spring & Fall Association meetings.

Water System Update
Water Chairman Chris Beaupre reported continued issue with non-harmful coloform bacterial contamination will be addressed in late October with a 3 day purge and super chlorination of the holding tank.  Advice from ADEQ & TD II Certified Water Operator Bill Peterson indicate this may eradicate the problem which is in no way a health risk. This treatment will necessitate a complete shut down of the water system for several days. Notice will be sent to association members in advance via e-mail, & a posting placed on the gate during this activity.  

One leak in an association valve near the Knapp cabin was repaired this winter. Several valves in that general area need replacement which may be accomplished at the same time the system is shut down.   

Well depth is at 130 feet.
Safety & Security Update

Safety Chairman Ken Knapp had no activity to report.
Workday Update

Road Chairman Doug Heintz noted variety of workday efforts completed:
· Pumphouse coated with preservative

· Squirrel Run Road & Black Bear Trail washouts repaired 
· New culvert placed at Raven Road near the Fishman cabin

· Cut & downed trees along the Loop Draw Rd taken to the slash pit

· Granite placed on Cowpoke Lane

· Numerous bar ditches cleared

36 cabins were represented at workday. Future plans include placement of Red Select on Loop Draw Road in November, 07.
Architectural Committee Update

Committee Chairman Don Smith reminded association members to submit plans for any changes PRIOR to start of work on an Architectural Committee form posted on the TD II website.
Pumphouse Addition
Dick S reviewed the need for an addition for pumphouse storage based on ADEQ directives to remove all unrelated items for water safety reasons. The 10 x 15 addition will come off the west end of the pumphouse, have a concrete floor, large double doors & electric. The current structure may need to be updated for electric as well as the original fuse box is still in use. Siding the entire structure may be necessary due to unrepairable damage on the current structure.
BBQ Pit Update:

Jerry Smith is spearheading this project. The pit location will be moved to one side of the meeting area & will be created by burying a very large culvert. The current pit which has crumbled over the years has been partially filled in & can be used as a fire pit for gatherings. The project will be completed before the next Fall association meeting & the deep pit BBQ tradition will continue.

CC&R Change:
An opinion poll vote indicated support for a CC&R amendment changing language contained in Article IV, Permitted Uses, Section 1. Lots. The proposal is to remove reference to number of bathrooms & add county code language related to water fixture counts. Ballot count was 29 for, 8 against this change.  The board will move forward in developing an amendment which will be placed before each association member for an official vote. If passed, the amendment will be recorded in the Gila County Recorders Office & become the first amendment since the CC&Rs were adopted in 2002. 
Vice President Dan Turner spoke regarding efforts toward this CC&R change based on his personal experience with a planned remodel. Current CC&R language allows 2 bathrooms but makes no mention of  water fixtures. County code links number of bedrooms with septic tank capacity, resulting in a specific number of fixtures allowed for the entire dwelling. It is generally felt adherence to county code will keep water use in check, as every fixture is counted including dishwashers, showers, toilets, laundry sinks etc. 
Dan T also learned that a Gila County requirement put into place within the last 2 years precludes any sale or transfer of ownership without an inspection & “certification” of a cabins septic system. If the current system does not pass inspection for reasons such as inadequate capacity or leakage, a soil test may be required. Results of the soil test will indicate if a gravity flow septic or an alternate system must be installed. Installing an alternate system can run as high as $ 35,000. Clarification of these requirements can be obtained by calling the County Health Department in Payson, or by reviewing the following websites:
