Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association

Semi-Annual Meeting – June 3, 2006
The semi-annual meeting of the Thompson Draw II Homeowners Association was held on Saturday, June 3, 2006 at Thompson Draw II.
President Don Smith called the meeting to order at 5:15 p.m.

Introduction & welcome to new cabin owners made by Don: Mike & Melinda Stanton, 113 W Raven Road (cabin # 53), John & Julie Underwood,  269 S Cowpoke Lane (cabin # 76) & Jim & Charleen Graham, 235 W Draw Loop (cabin # 64). Re-introduction of Ernesto & Isabel Castro, & Terry & Rhonda Vaughan also made.
Roll Call

The membership roll was called; 34 cabins were present establishing a majority quorum.

Treasurers Report

Treasurer Terri Luke reviewed the January 2006 thru May 31, 2006 financial report which was distributed to association members.  Questions from the association answered. 
Safety Update

Safety Chairman Ken Knapp reported the installation of a new, much louder fire siren located at the pumphouse.  Testing indicates the siren can reach a larger area, but there are still cabins that will not be alerted in the case of fire. Reminder that anyone discovering a fire should immediately go to the pumphouse to activate the siren via a red pull box on the outside wall facing the front gate, then assist in alerting other cabin owners as possible. Ken to review possibility of installing a second upgraded siren to increase effectiveness of alarm system.   

JR Alliger, Tonto Village Fire Department (TVFD) Fire Chief offered the following information: 1) TD II has taken the greatest fire safety preparations of any of the 9 Rim communities 2) quad riding only allowed on numbered roads/streets, no off road use 3) quads must be licensed & insured to ride on public roads & riders under 18 must wear a helmet 4) fire restrictions set for Tonto Forest= smoking in gravel areas only, no charcoal grills, no firearm shooting, no chainsaws or welding equipment use. Per JR, due to Gila County ordinance 9801, private land (TD II) is subject to the same restrictions as Forest Service land 5) anyone with medical training is requested to notify Jim Heslick at the Payson Regional Medical Center, emergency services. Main number for PRMC: 928- 474- 3222 6) cabin owners need to offer their GPS assigned street address instead of lot # in the case of an emergency call. 
JR also updated the association related to a government grant called the Urban Wildlife Interface Grant. This grant which will allow TD II, with assistance from TVFD, to clear any forest land which runs along the perimeter of TD II, & be reimbursed for the cost of that clean up. Althought the grant has been approved, JR has not been given information regarding any dollar amounts available. JR would like a liaison from TD II to work with him as the grant becomes operational. The board will discuss this grant issue at the June 4 meeting.
Land Exchange Tax Issues Update

Information related to back taxes & possible penalties from property conveyed during the 2002 land exchange, & the 5 acre parcel of Coconino County land which did not convey with the land exchange was offered by Kris Heintz (208 S Cowpoke Lane). Kris & BOD member Dan McKinney (231 S Pumphouse Road) have agreed to continue investigation & attempts to resolve tax issues. No documents specifically related to land purchases or exchanges have been discovered among TD II files. Kris has requested  pertinent documents from Pioneer Title & First American Title.

Jerry Smith (262 E Black Bear Trail) recommended the BOD discuss the feasibility of legal counsel due to continued concerns related to TD II financial obligations, & requested the BOD establish time frames for resolution. The BOD will review issues at the June 4 meeting. Kris will communicate progress to the BOD & report to Association members at the October, 7, 2006 Annual meeting.
Workday Review

Road Chairman Mike Jandura presented an overview of the workday efforts. Forty cabins were represented by over one hundred volunteers. Gravel was spread near the front gate, the site of the April Volunteer Workday was completely cleared of down trees, & Brush, the association meeting area was cleaned up, & large amounts of logs & brush piled on roadways by cabin owners were cleared away. Thanks offered to Ernesto Castro for his work with his bobcat, & to Cameron Vaughan of Tree Pro who volunteered a bob cat, truck & several crew to assist in efforts. 
Water System Updates
Water Chairman Chris Beaupre presented an overview of the ADEQ on-site inspection held in January ,’06. TD II will need to secure the services of a certified engineering firm that specializes in water systems, to draw up a design plan for TD II. TD I had to do this several months ago per a ADEQ directive, at a cost of over $ 1,000.
The ADEQ requirement  for a monthly water testing plan is in place with the following volunteer testers: Chris, John Underwood (269 S Cowpoke Lane), Dan McKinney, & Tom Blackwell (384 S Pumphouse Road). 

The installation of 6 emergency water hydrants will be coordinated by Chris to be completed within the next month. Work will be done by Mike Root, of George Henry’s Plumbing Service. Costs are the responsibility of individual cabin owners.

Pumphouse project completed during workday involved rebuilding a wooden box to insulate the well casing. A concrete well slab will need to be poured as part 2 of this project. This is another ADEQ requirement.
2006 Directory 

Secretary Carol Smith reminded cabin owners to update her with any changes to phone numbers, addresses, & especially e-mail addresses. There are currently only 3 cabin owners who do not have e-mail addresses. Important information is provided to those cabin owners via mail.

Board Elections
Nomination form provided to all cabin owners present (will be sent to those not in attendance) requesting self- nomination, or suggestion of another cabin owner to serve on the BOD for the 2007-2009 term. There are now 9 BOD members which is the maximum allowed by TD II Bylaws.  Don requested forms be submitted to him by June 30. Elections will be held at the Annual Association Meeting October 7, 2006.
There being no further business before the association, the meeting was adjourned at 7:10 p.m.
