TDII  WATER SAMPLING PROCEDURE

Lab forms, sample bottles and a sprayer of bleach are stored at the pump house.  Your gate key works the pumphouse lock.

Taking a Sample

These are the steps for taking a sample.  

· You can take a sample from any faucet, including the emergency hydrant, but the kitchen is the usual choice.

· Remove the screen from the faucet

· Start running the water.  COLD tap only.

· While it’s running disinfect the faucet by spraying a mild bleach solution on the faucet.

· Remove the cap from the sample container.  Leave the little pill inside.  It neutralizes any chlorine/bleach in the sample.
· Fill the container to the fill line, being careful not to touch the inside of the container, or let it touch the faucet.  

· Close the container, and seal it with the tie wrap, if it is that style. 

Delivering a Sample

The sample must be delivered to the lab within 24 hours of the sample.   It must be kept chilled and delivered to the lab packed in ice (not the artificial kind).   The location of the lab is as follows:
